Pindara Hospital is a 200 bed private hospital which was estaldishe

in 1971 and became a member of Australia Hospital Care Group
in 1986. The hospital is now owned and operatedThg Ramsay
Group who purchased it fromAffinity Health in 2005.

In 2009, as part of a major building project, tladratory moved
premises from the QML Pathology Centre to the mhespital
building. The laboratory now shares space with Respiratory and
Sleep Specialists who have three sleep beds adjexcéme laboratory
dedicated to overnight polysomnographic studies.

As aresult of Dr. Lindsay’s retirement from prieairactice, as well as
the installation of a lung function facility at @GoCoast Hospital, the
referral base for the Pindara laboratory has dshmd considerably.
